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OBITUARY

Mr SP Sharma (Ex Principal)

Mr SP Sharma joined RIMC as a Senior Master in Oct 1949. He taught English, History and
Current Affairs. A keen sportsman, he took an active part in sports and played for the
School in Hockey and Cricket. Promoted as Section Master, Shivaji Section, in 1952 he
took over as Principal from Mr Din Dayal in Feb. 62. During his tenure as Section Master,
Shivaji Section were the Champion Section from 1956-62 and during his tenure as The
Principal RIMC Cadets topped the NDA All India Merit list from 1962 to 68.

Born at Chandausi in Feb 1911 where he studied upto High School, he completed his
graduation and post graduate studies from St Stephen’s College, Delhi. His formal training
as ateacher was at Banaras Hindu University where he completed his BT. In 1959 he was
sent to UK under a British Council sponsorship programme.

After retirement from RIMC in Jul ‘68, he set up the Shishu Niketan Schools at Mussoorie
and Clement Town. He headed this institution till 72 when he took over as the Principal of
Guru Ram Rai Public School at Dehra Dun. He finally took his retirement in Dec. 75.

Mr Sharma died at the age of 84. He is survived by his wife Mrs Savitri Sharma, his
daughters Mrs Shashi Sharma and Mrs Shobha Kaushal and sons ex-Capt AP Sharma
(Pratap) and Mr Manu Sharma (Shivaji). Mourned by all Rimcollians.

A REPORT ON SQUAD DRILL
COMPETITION - 1995

4 Squard drill is an essential factor that goes into the making of an officer apart from academics
& sports and is held only in this session. In IMA & NDA and other military academies world over, drill is
given a high preference. In RIMC too there is a high preference for drill. And to keep up the standards of
drillthere is anintersection squad drill competition held every year. This year toothis competitionwas held.
This competition is different from all other competitions because in this there is a lot of suspense right till
the name of the winner of the 2nd position is announced. The period before this competition is
characterised by the monotonous banging & stamping of OP shoes in parade ground or else where at all
moments of free time. Cadets practise drill during classes break, after lunch, before roll call, after roll
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call, after dinnerand of course during IP. inspection parade. This period is also characterised by the heavy
sales of OG kit items like belts, beret, OG Trousers, OG shirts, Lanyards and shoes. But many cadets
find the short & cheap route out of the crisis: they manage to fill up their deficiencies from 1st termers who
generally don't take partin the competition. A few days before the competition, the dhobis too like cadets
have a tough time handling the kits because they are involved in cleaning & pressing them. Like every
yearthis yeartoothese characteristics could be observed in the period before squad drillcomps. Andthan
finally the day came. By after lunch all arrangements were ready for the competitions to commence. First
there was a kit inspection in which all four sections stand and the judges assess your kits. Now this year
like always the serial of marching & drill demonstration was Pratap, Ranijit, Shivaji & Chandra Gupta
Pratap entered first with Cdt NCO Ashish Sunder commanding the squad. They marched well but some
flaws could be made out in their marching as well as 'banging in’ They put up a good show but with a few
faults.

Hugh catchpole (1919/24), Head of the English Department at Abbottabad Public School and
College in Pakistan, achieved a remarkable 65 years not outin the teaching profession in1994. HisC.B.E.
and S.1. were awared for "long and meritorious sevice in the cause of education® in 1979, when he was
72 years old.

X Al School he confesses that he was more interested in games than in studies. He was Captain
of Hockey and Athletics and Vice-Captain of Cricket, as well as second Prefect and House Captain. He
was awarded an exhibition to University College, Oxiord where he studied History, graduating in 1928.
in that year he was appointed Assistant Master at the Royal Indian Military College at Dehradun, whose
Pricnipal he became in 1948 after twenty years interrupted by military service in the Indian Army from
1941-46 . In 1953 he became Founder Principal of Hassan Abdal Cadet College in Pakistan, and in 1958
Principal of the Pakistasn Air Force College at Sargodha. In 1967 he retired from that post at the age of
60 and became Head of English at Abbottabad, the post he still holds in 1994.

Hugh Catchpole has been a most generous benefactor of the school, endowing a Scholarship
trust which bears his name. The lalest issue of Rotarian International descibes him fittingly, as "a great
educationist philanthropist who has dedicated his life to the service of humanity.”
